Sixth Sunday of Easter  
 
Theme:  Diversity in Unity  
 
Jesus disciples knew their mission their mis-
sion was to preach the Gospel to all nations  
(Mt 28:19). Today we will read that Philip took 
the ¯Good News° to Samaria. The apostles in Jerusalem heard about 
this and were rather surprised. Jews and Samaritans did not socialize 
(Jn 4:9). We notice the same surprise when the first Roman joined the 
Church (Acts 10:45f). Indeed, this going beyond the boundaries of 
traditional Judaism was a daring and creative step! 
 
From that moment on the Church has had the task to accept diversity 
in its bosom and guard unity in the Spirit. That is why the apostles 
went to Samaria to impose hands on the converted Samaritans as a 
seal of  approval. ¯And they received the Holy Spirit° (First Reading), 
We should accept this same situation in the Church of our time and 
culture. ¯There are different kinds of spiritual gifts but the same Spir-
it° (1 Cor 12:4). There are charismatics, floating parishes, conservatives 
and liberals. We have young and old emotionally involved and more 
cerebral members in one congregation. Let us bear with one another, 
as long as the same Spirit breathes upon all under the guidance of our 
bishops.
