Con frases como ¯Observen el derecho 
y practiquen la justicia°, se pone a la

Luego se insiste en la observan-
cia del sábado y se declara que los eunucos y extrajeros no 
están automáticamente rechazados de la participación en 
el culto. El segundo grupo de personas que pueden incor-
porarse a la comunidad son los extranjeros.  Es decir, en el 
pueblo de Dios hay lugar para todos los que eligen lo que 
agrada al Senor, sin exclusiones por razones étnicas o ra-
ciales. En este punto, el oráculo de Isaias se opone al de 
Ezequiel, que prohibia entrar en el templo a los extranje-
ros de corazón y de carne. 
 
Romanos 11:13-15, 29-32 
Se incorpora aque un comentario teológico sobre los  gen-
tiles convertidos, que siendo desobedientes en un princi-
pio, alcanzaron misericordia, y habiendo alcanzado miseri-
cordia, se espera de los justificados una deaterminada 
respuesta.  En el lugar de la desobediencia se coloca la 
ofrenda.  La obediencia de la fe no se refiere a un compor-
tamiento, sino simplemente al sometimiento a Dios y a su 
palabra por la fe.  De hecho, cuando menciona la no obe-
diencia de los judios, Pablo no esta hablando de un com-
portamiento ético reprochable, sino de su no aceptación 
de Cristo por la fe.  Los paganos que han creido en el, se 
han sometido a Dios.  
 
Mateo 15:21-28 
La actitud de Jesus ante la mujer cananea resulta en un 
primer momento desconcertante. Al comienzo parece no 
oir la angustiosa demanda de la mujer extranjera y per-
manece en silencio.  El comportamiento de Jesus es cohe-
rente con las consignas dadas a los discípulos cuando los 
envio a predicar únicamente a las ovejas perdidas del pue-
blo de Israel.  Pero su exclusivismo resulta extraño en el 
caso presente ya que es poco compatible con la misericor-
dia que habitualmente muestra con los pobres y afligidos.  
Parece luego hacer una excepción con esta mujer, pero en 
realidad no es excepción sino un principio general: los no 
judíos tienen los mismos privilegios que los judíos  siem-
pre que tengan fe.
