 En realidad, ese tipo de hambre no es mas que insegu-
ridad y  necesidad de controlar algo en un mundo tan 
incierto.  La persona que sufre ese tipo de hambre tiene 
una necesidad insaciable do controlar algo que ve, aunque 
inconscientemente, fuera de su propio control: no confía 
en nadie fuera de ella misma. Contra eso, la segunda lec-
tura hace otra pregunta seria: quien podra  separanos del 
amor de Cristo?

 A ambas preguntas, la de la prima lectura sobre por 
que pagar, y la de  la segunda lectura sobre quien nos 
podrá separar del amor, responde ampliamente el pasaje 
del evangelio de hoy.  Se trata simplemente, de confiar.  
Cuando todo se entrega, se recibe con tanta abundancia 
que sobran 12 canastas. Doce, lógicamente, es un numera 
simbolico y en la Biblia es un símbolo de perfeccion, de 
algo completo .  Al hambre ya la sed humanas, responde 
Dios siempre con la abundancia extrema de lo extra.  Lo 
que no se espera es que, donde faltaba, ahora sobre tanto.

LUKE THE EVANGELIST  
 

Lukeôs is the first non-Jewish voice to record its im-
pressions of the new fact of Christ in the world.  The 
only Gentile author in Holy Scripture, Luke is a Greek.  
And like any outsider, there are many things that 
strike him differently then the way they strike others.      
For example, only in his Gospel do we hear the para-
ble of the Prodigal Son and the Good Samaritan 
(Lk10:30 -37). And only Luke tells us of the sinful 
woman in the house of Simon the Pharisee (Lk7:36 -
50). And the raising from the dead the son of the wid-
ow of Nain (Lk 7:11 -17). And where would we be 
without his telling of the Christmas story and of the 
first years of the Church (Acts)?  Thus, with a desire 
for accuracy (Lk1:3;3:1 -2) that befits his profession 
as a doctor (Col 4:14) and detailed observer of hu-
manity, he chronicles lhe life of Christ and the Church.  
 
He discovers in Christ that the work of God aims first 
of all not at the powerful ( Lk16:19 -31), or even the 
righteous or the good (Lk 15:11 -32), but at the for-
gotten (Lk 16:19 -31),the ostracized, and the repent-
ant. He carries us along with him in his sense of 
amazement at what God is doing, leaving us amazed 
too.
