In observing our fellow humans we should be careful not to 
think in just two categories: good and evil. No person is entirely 
good, neither is anyone entirely evil. Some 
people look harshly upon all who are not 
in perfect consonance with their opinions 
about what good people should be and do. 
They speak of ¯law and order° (which must 
be!) without considering the whole situa-
tion, i.e. people in their total environment, 
which determines their character to a very 
great extent. 
 Advocating and pleading for law and order without eliminat-
ing poverty and slum conditions, without promoting equal educa-
tion and job opportunity (so that the poor can help themselves), 
without furthering constructive family life programs and facili-
ties, without efficient rehabilitation programs for prisoners to be 
paroled is shameless hypocrisy. Better than any physician, social 
worker, or psychologist, God knows the case history of a person 
who has failed, and he is patient! 
 What can a Christian do as an individual and what can a con-
gregation do as a group to give persons who are considered a 
failure a chance to prove themselves? Perhaps a project by the 
parish council might be begun and a concerted attempt to con-
tact responsible politicians!

fruitfully. The practice of NFP does not involve the steriliza-
tion of the spousal union³an act that objectively contradicts 
the meaning of their marital embrace ³but instead allows 
couples  to be more aware of their fertility each month 
through the observation of certain physical symptoms.  Cou-
ple who wish to achieve pregnancy and couples who, for seri-
ous reasons, seek to avoid or postpone pregnancy can practice 
NFP with a 98% success rate, as well as strengthen their mari-
tal communication and intimacy.

Imagine this ² a father makes an oath and this oath results in the mur-

der of his daughter! This Old Testament story appears in the Book  of 

Judges. 

 As he has been doing for each of God®s Women in this series, Fr. 

Mike Manning tells the background history setting the story in the 

context of the time. Jephthah, a leader of the Jewish army, was asked 

to go against the enemy forces of the Ammonites. He bargained with 

God and took an oath that if he won against these formidable enemies, 

he would sacrifice the first person who came out of his tent. That per-

son was his daughter, his only child for he did not have a son. Jeph-

thahs® daughter asked permission to mourn the fact that she will be 

put to death before she can bear any children. 

 Fr. Mike shows how this sad turn of events leads us to question 

such an understanding of God. He shows the two extremist views of 

the image of God and challenges us to ask ourselves about our own 

image of God. Continuing with the stories of the women in the Old 

Testament, Fr. Mike relates the tragic story of Jephthah's daughter 

who had to sacrifice her life to fulfill the oath of her father Jephthah.
