14th Sunday in Ordinary Time  
 
First Reading Zec 9: 9 -10  
 
Zechariah set down this prophecy during the 
time that his country was overrun by the 
mighty Greek Alexander the Great. The 
prophet visualizes a messianic king to come. 
After he has defeated the foreign invaders, he 
will enter Jerusalem peacefully, not on a war-
rior®s horse but riding on an ass. The king will 
reunite the Northern and Southern King-
doms of Palestine and his kingdom will com-
prise the entire civilized world.  
 The Church reapplies this vision to Jesus Christ, king of God®s uni-
versal kingdom. The characteristic of this Messiah (see Introduction) 
introduce the theme of the Gospel. All who choose to live under the 
dominion of Christ the king should pray: ¯I extol you, O my God and 
King, and I will bless your name forever and ever° (Responsorial
